Manuscript Submizsion: Manuscripts may be submit-
ted o the journal online via hitp:ffajes.allentrack.net.
Manuscript Preparation: All manusenipts submitted o
AJCSE must be onginal (1Le. not published elsewhere)
and may not be under consideration for publication
elsewhere. Manuscnipts must be prepared according 1o
the “Uniform Reguirements for Manuscripts Submined
o Biomedical Journals™ (available at hitp:ffsaw.
1CImpe.org .

FPeer Review: All manuscnpts submitted to AMCS are
subject o peer review and editing. Each manuscript 1s
reviewed by at least two experts in the field who may
also be members of the Editonal Board. The decision of
the Editor is hinal. Authors are notified of the decision
by mail, and any reviewer comments provided will be

included.

Anthorsiup: As noted in the Uniform Reguirements,
“All persons designated as authors should gualify for
authorship. Each awthor should hoave  participated
sufficiently in the work to take public responsibality
for the content.

Authorship credit should be based only on substantial
contributions o (1) conception and design, or analysis
and mterpretation of data: and o (2) drafuing the article
or revising it cntically  for mmportant  intellectual
content; and on (3) final approval of the version o be
published. Conditions (1), (2), and (3) must all be met.
... Any part of an article cnitical (o its main conclusions
must be the responsibility of at least one author.™

The Uniform Reguirements also state that “In-
ereasingly, multicenter tnals are attributed to o corporate
author. All members of the group who are named as
authors, either in the authorship position below the utle
or in a foonote, should fully meet the cntena for
authorship. Group members who do not meet these

critena should be hsted, with their permission, in the
acknowledgements or in an appendix.”

All authors are requested o dicate in a cover letter
accompanying the manuscript that they are willing 1o
take public responsibility for the work, have reviewed
the final version of the manuscript. and 1if requested,
will produce the data upon which the manuscnipt s
based.

Copyright and Financial Disclesure: Copyright on all
accepled manuscripts will be held by the AJCS. In view
of current US copynight law, effective January 1, 1978, 11
15 necessary that a statement be signed by all authors
expressly transferring copyright to AJCS in the event
that the paper 15 accepted for publication in the Jomrnal.
If' the: authors are or were US government employees and
wrole the work as part of thewr official duties, they must
indicate this fact on the fomm.

All authors  will  be  asked 1w complete
a confidential disclosure form regarding affiliation with
or fnancial involvement in any organization with
a direct Anancial mterest i the subject matter or
materials discussed in the manuscript

The copyright transfer and financial disclosure forms
will be sent 1o the Comesponding Author by the
Managing Editor when receipt of the manuscript s
acknowledged. It 15 the responsibility of the corre-
sponding  author W obtain the signatures of all
coauthors on both forms.

Experimental Subjects: All authors are expected 1o
abide by accepted ethical standards. In investigations
that imvolve human subjects or laboratory amimals,
authors should provide an explicit statement i the
Materials and Methods section that explains that the
experimental protocols were approved by the appro-
priate nstitutional review committee and that these
meet the guidelines of the authors” responsible
governmental agency. In the case of human subjects,
informed consent 15 essental.
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
